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Dear blessed Muslims,

| humbly call for us to strive in increasing our tagwa of Allah Subhaanahu
Wa Ta‘aala by performing all of His Commands and avoiding all of His
prohibitions. Let us give full undivided attention to the sermon that is to be
delivered. Do not talk and tinker with the mobile phone. May this khutbah
benefit us all.

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I would like to invite fellow congregation to altogether internalize upon
the khutbah today titled “THE OBLIGATION OF PRESERVING THE
FAMILY.”

Dear blessed Muslims,

Based on the Qur’anic verse that was recited at the beginning of the

khutbah, verse 6 of soorah at-Tahreem:

“O you who have believed, protect yourselves and your families
from a Fire whose fuel is people and stones, over which are [appointed]
angels, harsh and severe; they do not disobey Allah in what He

commands them but do what they are commanded.”

This verse explains the severity of the duty of the husband or father that
must be fulfilled so that the household that is built will always be showered
with rahmah (mercy) from Allah, and spared from matters that can destroy the
family’s blissfulness. As the head of the household, it is we who will determine
the direction of the family members, whether becoming the residents of

Paradise or afflicted with the punishment of the Fire in the Hereafter.

In the hadeeth of ‘Abdulllah bin ‘Umar radiyAllaahu ‘anhuma, Rasulullah
% said:
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“Surely! Everyone of you is a guardian and is responsible for his
charges.”
(al-Bukhaari)

Dear blessed Muslims,
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Do we realize that being the husband or father is an honor that Allah
Subhaanahu Wa Ta'‘aala has bestowed upon us. Our family members whether
the husband, wife, parents, or children, all have their unique values and Islam

demands us to fulfill the obligations that are to be discharged upon them.

According to ibn al-Mundhir, Sayyidina ‘Ali Karramallahuwajhah once
reminded, “Teach yourself and your families good and educate them.” These
words indirectly urge the husband to learn religious matters that are fard
(obligatory) so that he can provide the best guidance to the members of the
family. Therefore, as the head of the family, he must ensure that every family

members are given full attention regarding the following matters:
First: Prioritizing authentic religious knowledge and virtuous character.

The emphasis regarding religious education especially those ascribing
to the ‘ageedah of Ahl as-Sunnah wal-Jamaa‘ah, learning and practicing upon
the Islamic Sharee‘ah, as well as having noble akhlaaq (character) like the
akhlaaq of Prophet Muhammad # is very important so that none of the family
members will be involved in any deviant teachings, which truly wastes the life
of this world and the Hereafter. Individuals having excellent akhlaag can mold
their family members to live with affection, mutually aiding of one another,

respecting each other, and prioritizing tolerance.
Second: The obligation of preserving the spouse and children.

The family institution is the backbone of the continuity of the human chain
from one generation to another. If a family truly adheres to the authentic
teachings and tenets of Islam, then it will produce a new Muslim generation
that is superior. However, on the contrary, a household that is broken, chaotic,
hellish, and having no sense of direction, surely the birth of the Muslim
generation will be impaired and stunted. Hence, Allah Subhaanahu Wa

Ta‘aala firmly asserts in verse 214 of soorah ash-Shu‘araa’
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“And warn, [O Muhammad], your closest kindred.”

The most important reminder is to always firmly cling upon the Islamic
‘ageedah and do not even once commit shirk against Allah Subhaanahu Wa
Ta‘aala. This was clearly instructed by the exemplary father named Lugmaan
al-Haakim to his children, as reminded by Allah Subhaanahu Wa Ta‘aala in

verse 13 of soorah Lugmaan:
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“And [mention, O Muhammad], when Lugmaan said to his son

/

while he was instructing him, “O my son, do not associate [anything]

with Allah. Indeed, association [with him] is great injustice.””
Third: Reviving religious atmosphere within the household.

As the head of the family, it behooves us to realize that beauty,
tranquility, and happiness within a family can certainly be experienced when
the husband, father, wife, mother, and children live in an atmosphere filled with
religiosity that can be practiced together such as praying in congregation,
reciting al-Qur’an, engaging in dhikr, having circles of knowledge, reviving the
night prayers, supplicating together and many others. Have certainty that Allah
Subhaanahu Wa Ta‘aala will send down His Mercy to such family that will
guarantee a life of happiness and serenity. Allah Subhaanahu Wa Ta‘aala

mentions in verse 21 of soorah ar-Room:
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“And of His signs is that He created for you from yourselves mates
that you may find tranquility in them; and He placed between you
affection and mercy. Indeed in that are signs for a people who give
thought.”

Fourth: Well-versed in the household’s financial management.

To ensure that the goal of family happiness can be experienced and
lasting, among the matters that we must pay attention to is instilling sound
family financial management such as controlling the necessary expenses,
where the children are taught to be prudent when spending and give charity
as well as being thrifty and have savings for future use. All of these must be
truly understood by all family members, for the sake of building and raising a
family that is blissful and harmonious not only in this world and but also in the

Hereafter.

Dear blessed Friday congregants,

To end the sermon this time, let us altogether derive lessons and

reflections from the khutbah that was delivered. Among them:

1.  The family is a precious gift from Allah Subhaanahu Wa Ta‘aala

and heavy amaanah (trust) upon us.

2.  We must always ensure that all family members are educated with
religious education and virtuous akhlaaq for excellence in this worldly life and
the Hereatfter.
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3. Raising a family that is blissful is not merely for happiness in life in
this world alone, but instead for the sake of blissfulness in the Hereafter that

is everlasting.
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“And those who believed and whose descendants followed them
in faith - We will join with them their descendants, and We will not deprive

them of anything of their deeds. Every person, for what he earned, is
retained.”

(Soorah at-Toor 52:21)
